We    
contended that the    
application was    
premature and 
should be rejected 
until completion of 
the Core Strategy 
and Site Allocations 
Consultation     
Documents were         
produced by 
Rochford District 
Council.   

The result of the 
Public Enquiry will 
be announced by 
August 2010. 

CORE STRATEGY 

RESPONSE 
 

Our Chairman of Plan-
ning represented the 
Parish at this exami-
nation.  We objected 
strongly to Hawkwell 
being included with 
Hockley as a single 
settlement and the 
proposal to allocate 
170 houses in South 
Hawkwell (which 
means West Hawk-
well to you and me). 
We contend that the 
Core Strategy is not 
sound, deliverable, 
sustainable or flexible.  
The proposals for Hall 
Road and Ashingdon/
Rochford borders will 
have an adverse     
impact on Ashingdon 
Road, Rectory Road 
and Hall Road        

increasing the traffic 
congestion already 
experienced.  The  
results of the Public 
Examination should 
be announced in    
October or November.  
The Allocations Docu-
ment (which identifies 
the precise locations 
of where the new 
housing will be       
located) will have an 
examination in Public 
in 2011 and your    
Parish Council will 
represent you then.
